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General Marking Guidance

e All candidates must receive the same treatment. Examiners
must mark the first candidate in exactly the same way as they
mark the last.

e Mark schemes should be applied positively. Candidates must
be rewarded for what they have shown they can do rather than
penalised for omissions.

e Examiners should mark according to the mark scheme not
according to their perception of where the grade boundaries
may lie.

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Section B, question 5C - Listening, reading and writing task

There are three levels-based mark grids applied to question 5C. The mark grids are:
e understand and respond to spoken language (AO1)

e understand and respond to written language, (AO2)

e accuracy and range of language (AO3)

General guidance on using levels-based mark schemes

Step 1: Decide on a marking band

e First of all, you must consider the answer as a whole and then decide
which descriptors most closely match the answer and place it in that band.
The descriptors for each band indicate the different features that will be
seen in the student’s answer for that band.

e When assigning a level, you must look at the overall quality of the answer and
not focus disproportionately on small and specific parts of the answer where
the student has not performed quite as well as the rest. If the answer covers
different aspects of different bands of the mark
scheme, you should use a ‘best fit’ approach for defining the level. You will then
use the variability of the response to help decide the mark within the level, for
example if the response is predominantly band 3-4 with a small amount of band
5-6 material, it would be placed in band 3-4 but be awarded a mark near at the
top of the band because of the band 5-6 content.

Step 2: Decide on a mark

e Once you have decided on a band you will need to decide on a mark within the
band.

e You must decide on the mark to award based on the quality of the answer; you
must award a mark towards the top or bottom of that band, depending on how
the student has evidenced each of the descriptor bullet points.

e You must modify the mark based on how securely the trait descriptors are met at
that band.

e You will need to go back through the answer as you apply the mark scheme
to clarify points and assure yourself that the band and the mark are
appropriate.
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Mark grids

Understand and respond to spoken language (AO1 - 6 marks)
e This mark grid assesses the student’s understanding of spoken language and how well they use
information from it to evaluate and draw conclusions.

Understand and respond to written language (AO2 - 6 marks)
e This mark grid assesses the student’s understanding of written language and how well they use
information from it to evaluate and draw conclusions.

The two mark grids for AO1 and AO2 are presented side-by-side. This is because of the interconnection of the task
in that students need to compare information that they hear to the information that they read. They need to do
this in order to weigh up the views in both sources to be able to write their evaluation and come to cohesive
conclusions.

Indicative content

e When deciding how to reward the answer you should consult these mark grids as well as the
indicative content associated with the question (see below). Indicative content contains points that
students are likely to use to construct their answer. It is possible for an answer to be constructed
without mentioning some or all of these points, as long as students provide alternative responses
that fulfil the requirements of the question.

Ancak
devletin bu konuda kendilerine maddi yardim saglamalarini istiyorlar. Bazi kisilerse aile
bilyliklerinin bakimi icin devlete ait huzur evlerinin gelistirilmesini oneriyorlar. Daha cok dogu
toplumlarinda aileler soyadlarinin devam ettirilmesi icin erkek cocuga sahip olmak
istiyorlardi. Giiniimiizde bu durum degisti. Verilere gore tek cocuk sahibi olmak isteyenler
onun kiz olmasin tercih ediyorlar.

Bana gore psikolojik hastaliklara erken teshis konulmasi cok onemlidir. Kanimca kisinin sosyal
yasaminin zenginlesmesi, dostluklar kurabilmesi onun hayattan daha cok zevk almasini saglar.
Kisinin yasamindan aldig1 tatmini yiikseltmek amaciyla maddi, fiziksel, duygusal ve sosyal
sikintilan iyilestirmek icin tedaviler yapilmaya baslanmistir. Tabii ki tum bu calismalarin
yaninda kisilerin de caba gostermeleri gerekir.
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
